Using Visual Studio or Visual C# Express
The Integrated Development Environment Visual C# Express is available for free download at http://msdn.microsoft.com/vstudio/express/visualcsharp/.

We can run all the programs in the book using Visual Studio or Visual C# Express.  We illustrate with a few examples.  To open Visual C# Express click the Start button in the lower-left corner of the screen, then click Programs, and then click Microsoft Visual C# Express Edition.
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A Console Application

We first illustrate with a console application, Example 3.4, DoubleOut.cs.  To start a new project, click File, New Project.  Choose Console Application from the Templates in the right screen of the New Project window that appears.  Enter Example3.4 as the Name and click OK.  Visual C# Express creates a Program.cs for us to enter the program at the left.  The Solution Explorer showing the project files appears at the right.
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We have two ways to proceed. One way is to copy the code from the Main method in the DoubleOut.cs program of Example 3.4 and paste it into the Main method in Program.cs here.  We illustrate the second way which is to delete Program.cs and add DoubleOut.cs to the project.  

To delete Program.cs from the project, right click on it in the Solution Explorer pane at the right and click Delete in the menu that appears.  Confirm the deletion by clicking OK in the box that appears.  To add DoubleOut.cs to the project, right-click on Example 3.4 in the Solution Explorer pane, click Add, Existing. Item and browse to find DoubleOut.cs on your local machine.


To run this example, click Debug, StartWithout Debugging.  The output appears in a console window.  To close and save the solution in a preferred location, click File, Close Solution and then Save.  Click Browse to find the location where you wish to save the project.
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A Windows Application


We next illustrate a Windows application, Example 9.5, SelectItem.cs.  Click File, New Project, select Windows Application from the templates in the right pane, and enter Example9-5 in the Name field.  Because we will add SelectItem.cs to the project we can delete Form1.cs and Program.cs from the project by right clicking on each and then on Delete.  To add SelectItem.cs to the project, we right-click Example9-5 in the Solution Explorer pane, click Add, Existing Item, and then browse to find SelectItem.cs.   To run, click Debug, Start Debugging.
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A Database Application


We illustrate with Example 15.3, ExtractInfo.cs, which uses the database created in Example 15.2.  We click on File, New Project, choose Console Application, enter Example15-3 in the Name field, and click OK.  We right-click on Program.cs in the Solution Explorer pane and click Delete to delete it.  To add ExtractInfo.cs we right-click Example15-3 in the Solution Explorer pane, click Add, Existing Item, and browse to find ExtractInfo.cs.
   
Before running the program we need to make sure that the path to the database file, Sales.mdb, created by Example 15-2, is correct.  We change the connect String at the beginning of the Main method to the correct path.
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To run we click Debug, Start Without Debugging, and the output appears in a console window.
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
