California State University, Long Beach’s Department of Philosophy and Student Philosophy Association will host a conference April 11-14 on “Cognitive Science in the New Millennium: Foundations, Directions, Applications, and Problems.”  

Directed by Charles Wallis, a member of CSULB’s Philosophy Department since 2000, the conference seeks to bring together individuals from the diverse areas of cognitive science to delineate the present state of the field as well as chart the future course of research.  Participants will be encouraged to discuss foundational issues, such as the nature of computability, directions of their current and future research, applications of cognitive science to other fields, such as literature, education, and medicine, and new or continuing problems faced by researchers and the field at large.

Bickle will speak on “Lessons for Methodology in Cognitive Neuroscience from a Combined Neurocomputational Modeling-fMRI Project.” Eliasmith’s topic is “Foundations of Cognitive Science: Continuity, Dynamics, and Representation” while Thagard will address “How Molecules Matter to Mental Computation.” CSULB’s Wallis will speak on “In Principle Arguments Against Dynamic Connectionism.”
