Topical Paper: New or Proposed 
Networking Technology
Paper Proposal:  Due Monday, November 17, 2014 @ 11:55 pm (Week 12) via BeachBoard
Final Paper:  Due Wednesday, December 17, 2014 @ 5:00 pm (Finals Week) via BeachBoard
Each student in CECS 572 is required to write a paper during the semester.  A general category for the paper is provided. Students will be asked to select a topic that fits the given category.  Formal proposals for paper topics must be submitted.
Category:  New or Proposed Networking Technology
Technologies, protocols, and architectures are being proposed or modified to meet current and future networking needs.  Topics in this category should focus on a particular new (or modification to an existing) technology. The paper should discuss the technology, its current status, and potential application.

Example topics:  Mesh Networking (the FireChat App), wi-fi speeds (Samsung’s 10/13/14 announcement), white-space technologies (The London Zoo and YouTube), QoS Protocols, MANETs, etc.
Required References:  2-3 refereed journal articles published within the last two years. The publications for Paper II must come from refereed journal, magazine, or conference papers published by IEEE or ACM. While you may include additional sources, your primary sources should be these 2-3 articles. Additional references can come from newspaper, magazine, and trade journal articles, or radio or television transcripts. Wikipedia articles and self-published web materials are not allowed. 

Paper Details
· All papers should follow Chicago Manual of Style/Turabian (used by both IEEE and ACM) for citations and general style questions. The only exception to following the guide is when the instructions given below direct you to do something differently.

· The Papers must be EXACTLY 6 pages in length excluding references, figures and tables.  (That means the last word of your paper text should fall on the 6th page.)

· References should be listed at the end of the paper on page 7. Do not list references as footnotes.
· No abstract or list of keywords needs to be included. (If you chose to include them, please place them on a separate first page. They will not count toward your 7 page requirement.)
· Your text should be formatted as a single column.
· All figures and tables should be placed at the end of the paper, after the references.
· Page numbers must be used. 
· Paragraphs and sentences must use 1½ spacing. 

· Papers must have 1” top and bottom and side margins. 

· The font used for the body of your paper should be Times New Roman (12 pt).

· The paper must be submitted on-line via BeachBoard.

· TurnItIn will be used on BeachBoard to check for plagiarism, and resubmission of papers will be allowed until the due date.  Please note during busy periods it can take over 24 hours for TurnItIn to generate your originality report.  Please submit all papers early if you plan to revise them.
Your TurnItIn score (excluding quotes, citations, and bibliography) should be less than 5% for the paper.
· The CECS Primary Trait Scoring Rubric for Technical Writing and CECS Primary Trait Scoring Rubric for Writing Mechanics will be used to grade papers. 
To summarize, your paper should use:
· Chicago Manual of Style

· 1½ spacing 
· One line between paragraphs

· Times New Roman 12pt

· Exactly 7 pages of writing
· Page numbers

· One column

· 1” margins on top, bottom and sides
· Figures and tables come after text and references
· References on Page 8
· Citations throughout

· No plagiarism

· 2-3 reference from last two years
