Specifics:

I will try to ask questions that test concepts and your ability to apply those concepts. In general, you will not be asked to provide “picky details”.

In the calculation section, you are responsible for any mathematical analysis (e.g., propagation delay, transmission delay, queueing delay, processing delay) we have discussed. You should be able to apply the concepts and formulas in a calculation with “real” values provided.

In the short answer section, you will be given some choice of which questions from which you can choose.  For example, you may be asked to answer two out of three (or four out of five) possible questions. Please be sure to follow the directions provided for each section of the exam.

Note:  You should understand the Java code used in the textbook at a conceptual level (i.e., as if it were pseudo code).  I may ask a question that uses Java in its description, but I will not ask you to write a program on the exam.
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
