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Activity 1. Make a Mobius strip and check that it has only one side by tracing a line with a marker down the middle of the strip until you get back to your starting point. 
Activity 2. Cut your Mobius strip down the middle (along the line you traced in Activity 1). What happens? Does it fall apart?
Activity 3. Make a double-twisted Mobius strip and cut it down the middle. What object will you get?
Activity 4. Take a regular strip (a donut), paste it perpendicularly to a Mobius strip, and cut down the middle of both strips. What shape will you get?

Activity 5. Cut a Mobius strip along 1/3 of its width. What peculiar object will you get?

August Ferdinand Mobius (1790–1868), a famous German mathematician, has discovered a Mobius strip in 1858.


To create a Mobius strip (also called band or sheet), take a strip of paper, flip one end upside down, and then join the ends together to form a loop (see the picture).
