SAS installation for Window XP Home edition

One thing that you need to do before installing SAS on your machine is 
run the " Verify System Requirements" step under "End User Steps" in the 
SAS Setup Program. This will make sure your machine fulfills the minimum 
requirements to run SAS. If there are any missing components that need to 
be installed, this step will install them. 
Some folks have had some problems installing SAS 9.1.2 because "Microsoft
Runtime Components 7.0 needs to be installed". However, when you try to 
install it using the "Verify System Requirements" step, it states that 
it cannot be installed and puts you into a system loop, one where it 
states that it needs this component but will not install it. Without 
this, SAS cannot install. So what's going on?
SAS is aware of this problem, and has a workaround.

SAS states that the following 
files must have the "read-only" attribute removed:
atl70.dll 
gdiplus.dll 
mfc70.dll 
mfc70u.dll 
msvci70.dll 
msvcp70.dll 
msvcr70.dll 

The easiest way to do this is search for these files (using Window's 
search tool, under the Start Menu. When the files are listed in the 
search window, right click on the file, and click on "Properties". If 
at the bottom of the properties window the read-only checkbox is checked, 
uncheck it and close the window. Do this for all of the above files. 
Then run the "Verify System Requirements" step and make sure Microsoft 
Runtime Components 7.0 installs. You should then be able to install SAS 
with no further problems.
