Our Kaanapali, Maui Trips (1986-Present)

	   Our first trip to the Kaanapali area of Maui, HI was in 1986.  We stayed in the Marriott at Kaanapali Beach for about a week.  Sherry had been there previously, and once was swimming and looking at the beauty of the area. She said to herself that someday she would love to own a place there. Tom had been there with John and Jean Isakson in 1970 when only the Sheraton was completed, but was impressed.  However, in 1986 we both fell in love with Kaanapali, and began exploring how we could come back almost every year--even though it seemed out of our budget.
	We discovered that we could buy a 2-week time-interval (same unit, same time every year) at the Whaler condos for a reasonable price.  So we bought Unit 214 interval “P” during the next year, and were able to stay in our unit July 24 through August 7 for the first time in 1987. A year later we bought unit 361 “O” (July 10 thru 24) and stayed in both units in 1988. From then until we bought the full unit 861 in July 2021, we stayed every year except 1990 when we went to Europe instead.  However, we missed Maui so much that we decided never to miss Maui again if we didn’t have to—and we didn’t. Below I will only provide an overview of how we spent our summers in Maui. Unfortunately, I have no real records about what we did each year except very briefly in our Christmas letters. 

Phase I: Exploring Kaanapali and Maui and Staying in Our 361-O and 214-P Time-Intervals (1987 to 2001) 
The first few years we explored the Island thoroughly and fell in love with all parts.  However, Kaanapali remained our favorite by far.  At one point we even contemplated what it might be like to move to Maui or Oahu to live.  Tom was even all but offered a job at UH in the Counseling Center at one point. However, ultimately, we decided to stay in Long Beach and in our jobs there. We are very happy with that decision.
	The Whaler time-interval owners (TIO) units consists of 60 units of the-360 Whaler units. The TIO had parties every .2 weeks with very good turnouts.  One advantage of a time-interval system is that the same people return every year and it is easy to make friends.  We were so busy in Long Beach with work, family, etc it seemed that we had more of a social life in Maui—making many friends. 
    	The Whaler had excellent tennis facilities and every year a number of very good tennis players near Tom’s level would be there when we were. Tom began playing with Dr. Wayne Dyer regularly among others. Wayne was a famous speaker/writer who wrote many self-help books.  His first best-seller was Your Erroneous Zones.  Wayne spent most of his years touring and speaking. Tom and Wayne eventually began playing almost every day for the 4 weeks they were both “on island” for about 18 years. They had great matches.  Usually they played each other in singles. For many years after singles, they would play as a doubles team for a set or two when there were enough good players.  Rick Reed MD (former Stanford Captain), Robin Tenny Archibald? who had played at Wimbledon, the assistant UCLA tennis coach, Rick’s daughter, and others made formidable opponents; but Wayne and Tom held their own. Some of our closest friends during those years were Jean and John Bauer, the Klepke’s, Rick and Patty Reed, Wayne and Marcie Dyer, and others.
Every year in Maui Tom has also spent a lot of time working on his writing and computer projects. He wrote much of his book, You Can Choose To Be Happy: “Rise Above” Anxiety, Anger, and Depression in Maui.  Our Maui trips truly seemed like we had 4 weeks in paradise.  One one end of our building we had a beautiful beach, and on the other great tennis courts.  All over Kaanapali were beautiful gardens, hotels, restaurants, and shopping that we could just walk down the beach to. What a life!

Phase II: Home Ownership and Retirement in Maui Part of the Year (2001 to Present)
	Through the years we had dreamed of spending more time in Hawaii after we retired in 2004.  Ideally, we thought we would like a 1-BR unit at The Whaler; however, the cost was beyond our limits.  So we look all over Maui, Oahu, and other islands for other 1BR options.  Finally, we decided we’d rather live in a Whaler studio (which we could afford) than any place else.  So we bought unit 861 in July 2001 as a rental managed by Aston when we weren’t there.  Our first stay there was Summer, 2002.  The advantage of a TIO unit was that we had NO maintenance compared to a lot of time and money spent taking care of our own unit.  However, we can stay when we want, decorate how we want, have all our needed possessions there, and have a car (first a 1994 Sebring then a 2005 Mustang—both convertibles of course). Plus there are many other perks, and we have done well financially on our investment.  
   When we first bought at the Whaler, we believed that we wanted to spend 3-5 months per year there.  However, we began to fall in love with our home in Palm Desert and our life there, got tired of having two homes with different lives, and to tired of and renting our PD home out. So  we decided to normally stay in Maui for about 6-7 weeks in the hottest part of the PD summer—mid-July through August. The years 2005, 2006, and 2007 that we spent January through March in Maui was very fun and interesting though.  Sherry decided to learn how to paint with oils and began taking painting lessons with Rebecca Lowell. Rebecca sold her paintings at the Kaanapali Beach Hotel (KBH) next door.  They became good friends during the several years Rebecca sold there, and Sherry became a excellent artist.  She was very enthusiastic and almost immediately began painting beautiful paintings of Maui. She continued her painting and joined two art groups in PD. She painted for many years until both groups disbanded and she lost some interest. 
   For 2003 through 2005 we led two Maui lives.  During the Winter season we met a much different group of people.  Almost daily we would go to the grassy area at the Whaler by the beach, swim, read, and visit with many other Whaler snowbirds, etc.  Jean Taylor and her husband were from Kalamazoo, MI and were almost always on the lawn. They loved dancing at the KBH to the music of Rudy Aquino and seeing the hula show there.  The KBH was the most old style Hawaiian hotel in Maui, and we all loved it. The family that owned it tried to keep it that way and did until they sold about 2022. We loved dancing to Rudy as well.  He had moved to the KBH in 1988 after previously playing with Don Ho in Waikiki.  We saw Rudy’s last show in 2008 in which many turned out to say a sad farewell to the beloved star and his relatively new wife, Kanoe. However, they purchased a new place in the Cook Islands which fulfilled their dream. During those first Maui winters, we explored the art scene with Rebecca’s help and even got to know a few of the top local artists.  That was interesting. However, after we quit coming in the winters and decided to make Maui more of a holiday, we stopped making efforts to get more integrated into the local life.
	After buying 861, a number of aspects of our life in Maui changed significantly: We no longer participated in TIO parties and met fewer people. Most of our friends were older than we were and either sold or passed away.  The tennis program largely fell apart.  Wayne and Tom played regularly until 2006. However, Wayne’s back had problems, and stopped playing tennis.  Tom continued to play tennis with miscellaneous partners, but could not find another steady partner, so he quit playing in Maui altogether about 2009. From that time Tom and Sherry largely exercised together by swimming, bike-riding, walking, or aerobic dancing.
	We began to develop a different orientation to our Maui paradise.  We had retired and moved to our home in Palm Desert in 2004, and it gradually became our new paradise and center for our social life, tennis, and entertainment.  Maui became more of a getaway destination for a “vacation” away from our normal busy vacation-type life.  After Wayne and Tom quit playing tennis and Wayne and Marcie were separated, they didn’t see each other very often. Wayne died of a Heart Attack 8/29/2015 in Maui.  After most of our friends quit coming to Maui and we were no longer in the TIO, we made little effort to make new friends in Maui since we now saw it more as a getaway and less of a social scene. However, we continued to see Rick and Patti, and we made friends with Jack and Karen Kelley. Their home was in Upland, CA and they were about our age.  Jack owned a manufacturing company and had a leg seriously injured in a auto race; but he swam almost every day to stay in shape.  Jack died of lung cancer about 2020, but we remain friends with Karen.  	Bobbe Browning had hired Sherry at CSUF, and they became instant friends, and Bobbe and her husband Lee Broadbent became our close friends.  They even bought Whaler unit 664 in about 2003 and saw us every summer for a week or two  until Bobbi died in about 2010.
	Once we bought 861 we still owned 214P and let family and friends used it.  We had regular visitors including Lee and Liz Legvold, Tom and Jan Binckes, and our “kids.”  Then in the next few years almost every year either or both the Steffens and the Snyders families would visit us. Tracie and David’s children Savannah, Spencer, and Sean were all teenagers as were Spencer Snyder’s girls--Roxy and Charley. They all loved Maui, being with the family, and the ocean.  However, there were many changes in their families that reduced how often they came--especially the children going to college and beyond.  In 2022? Spencer Snyder bought a large home in Princeville, Kauai and let family stay there free, so his home became the preferred vacation destination.  We all went to Spencer and Nata’s marriage on Kauai on August 5, 2023—right before the Lahaina fire August 7.  Spencer and Nata moved to Kauai in Fall, 2025.
	Meanwhile, Sherry and Tom have continued to go Maui every Summer (except Covid 2020 when they went in February) from about mid-July through the end of August. Tom usually listens to music at the beach after breakfast on our lanai. Later we often walk along the beach.  We get our exercise almost daily by either swimming, riding bikes, walking, or aerobic dancing—just like at home. At night we eat on our lanai, walk to a restaurant on the beach, or eat on a drive someplace. We love the wonderful weather and our view of Whaler’s Village and the ocean from our lanai. So we love our home dinners overlooking the beach and lights. We love to see the 4 to 6 Catamarans beaching in front of Whaler’s Village after their sunset cruises almost every night. Then we often we watch a mystery, movie, or some series on our TV after dinner—just like at home in PD. We also ended up with more social life than we had expected--which we enjoy. 
	   Tom has continued to work on his projects (usually on the computer from our unit overlooking the ocean from the eighth floor. Sherry likes to read or visit on the hone.  We often have chores to do related to staying in and owning 861. So life is still wonderful in our island paradise!


SKI TRIPS 1986 thru 2004
    We took our first ski trip (to Mammoth Mt) in 1986 and continued taking trips every year until we moved to Palm Desert in 2004.
We usually went to Mammoth and stayed either in a motel or in a condo. Normally we made our ski center Warming Hut 2.  Sometimes we traded a week at The Whaler 614TIO (which we never actually stayed in) for a very nice condo near Heavenly Valley at Lake Tahoe.  A couple of times (including our last Ski trip) we stayed at Squaw Valley at Lake Tahoe. Almost every year we took about 3 trips of 3 to nights each. We always drove form Long Beach through Mohave up CA395 to Mammoth—a beautiful drive!
    We became good skiers. Sherry started from being very scared after a bad experience before we met.  However, she was very persistent and determined to learn to ski and get over her fears.  She accomplished that and could ski some of the must difficult runs.  She became especially good at skiing mogels—something even many very good skiers never master.  Tom also learned to ski well and the last few years also began to ski the timed slalom runs at Mammoth.  However, we never skied dangerous runs with big boulders or trees.  In the end our improved abilities removed some of the challenge and fun of learning.  Also, we had a few bad experiences driving in bad conditions and having terrible ski conditions (after many years of being lucky). We had assumed that once we retired and moved to Palm Desert that we would still ski.  However, Palm Desert (and Maui) were so beautiful, warm, and going skiing didn’t seem as fun any more (and was quite expensive); so we just never skied again after moving to Palm Desert. Dr Natale said we should probably wait a month, so we were good to go; and Sherry was amazing as usual.  She was a little nervous about going so soon, and still not 100%--but charged forward. We hadn’t taken a train trip for a few years so we took a 3-week train trip to favorite places. In Paris we again stayed in our favorite area on Rue Dauphine—the street that orosses the Pont Neuf Seine bridge. That is our second Europe home. We had been to Paris just before Notre Dame had burned, and now toured it just after it just reopened.
From Paris we went to Nice, then 4 nites in Monterroso al Mare, Italy (in the Cinque Terre).  That was our one stay in a small town, and we loved it.  We had booked early enough to stay in our favorite place. We had a wonderful breakfast each morning on our patio overlooking the beach. Then we walked the charming streets, and had wonderful meals at night.
Next was Firenze and the most amazing hotel. It was in an old palace--Relais Uffizi. Yes, across from the Uffizi Museum—one of the best in the World. Our breakfast room overlooked the entire Piazza Della Signoria—where the giant (copied) Michaelangelo statues and many restaurants are. FROM OUR CHRISTMAS LETTER
    For travel, we had planned a trip to tour France first in Summer, 2021; then in Fall, 2021. Covid concerns cancelled both. Then in Fall, 2021, we rebooked all hotels, etc for May-June, 2022. 2019 Tom and Sherry Europe Itinerary 2019
FROM 2019 CHRISTMAS LETTER
On May 13 we flew to PARIS to our Grand Hôtel de L'Univers off Rue Dauphine near Notre Dame.  We saw what was left of Notre Dame after the fire; which thankfully left most of the walls fairly intact. We love our little area near the Latin Quarter. The rain we had in SoCal seemed to carry over into Europe.  It was very cool and drizzly both times in Paris; but we loved it anyway. After many years of being very happy with Eurail passes, significant changes in the French rail part seriously affected our desire to get Eurail passes again.  Because of those changes, we had to take Easy Jet from Paris to MILANO instead of the beautiful, relaxing ride we’ve previously taken on the TGV high-speed train.  We always try to find new great cities/towns to visit, and this year 7 of our 11 cities were new.  We usually stayed 2-3 nights in each.  Highlights:  VERONA—though raining—was a beautiful, charming city with a river around the walled older city.  It is the home of Opera and has a small Roman Coliseum—with nightly performances.  We took a Funicular to the hilltop for a beautiful view. We picked up our Hertz rental in SALERNO and drove all day through beautiful, wooded hills across the upper Italy boot to one of our favorite spots on the trip—ALBEROBELLO.  It was in all the most charming towns lists, and was unique with its white stone, usually round buildings with pointed tops that looked almost like Greek stone teepees (see photos below). It was a beautiful, romantic town without too many tourists (few Americans), and we had two wonderful dinners there. We drove back to the Atlantic side of Italy along the Amalfi coast and stayed in PRAIANO.  It rained for the entire time, so we skipped our planned stop in Positano and went on to our Hotel on the hill above Sorrento where we have stayed before.  Sorrento is one of our favorite places to stay, so we have often “Returned to Sorrento” for the beauty, the food, the small bowls and other pottery pieces we bring home, and to just feel a little at home as we do in our Paris Rue Dauphine area. 
     We had a long journey on May 29.  In the morning we returned our car to Salerno, boarded a train with 3 changes to go to Lucerne. However, on the train from Milano to the next stop, we could not find our Eurail pass when asked by the conductor.  We concluded that Tom had thrown it in the trash in Milano with our used ticket stubs. It is impossible to replace these passes—though we did have insurance to pay for part of the new costs.  Two Italian conductors kindly believed us and let us continue. That night Tom arranged for tickets for the rest of the journey—though we mostly went 2nd class and we booked the trip from Strasbourg to Rheims on Flixbus (which worked out very well and was way cheaper and faster than the train).  The trip proceeded smoothly, and eventually most of the extra costs were reimbursed.  Travelling can be an adventure in more ways than one. After all the (very unusual) rain in Italy, LUCERNE was beautiful. We have been there many times, and this time we splurged and stayed in a beautiful room on the lake/river in the Hotel Des Alps.  We had to have fondue, and it was a wonderful dinner overlooking the lake, and we took a ferry across the lake the next day. Then we journeyed to GOSLAR in Northern Germany near the Hartz Mts, where we found more rain. Goslar is a charming old walled city with many original buildings.  
STRASBOURG in Alsace was next.  It is the home of the EU Parliament; and is regularly patrolled by machine-gun wielding soldiers throughout the central city.  We have loved Colmar (not far away) because of its quaint and beautiful old buildings, and Old Strasbourg is very similar. As you would expect, the food was wonderful. One comment about prices. The Euro has been down some, and the hotels and meals all over Europe seemed like a bargain compared to the U.S.  In Strasbourg we recommend our beautiful Hotel Maison Rouge right in the center of everything. Next RHEIMS France is in the heart of the Champaign district, Oddly, when we arrived, we saw American flags and ESPN interviewing people outside our Hotel De La Paix.  The U.S. Women’s Soccer team was playing a match the next day in Rheims (which they won).  In Rheims we naturally took a Champaign tour that drove us around the area and gave us two extensive tours—Moet & Chandon and Tattinger.  Some fascinating facts.  They store the Champaign in bottles below the streets of Rheims (and elsewhere) in 200 km of tunnels that were dug by the Christians, etc.  There are over a billion bottles stored at any one time just by Moet & Chandon!  It rained in Rheims and it rained on our return to Paris, where we stayed in our other favorite Hotel Regent on Rue Dauphine. Though the rain and losing our pass dampened the trip a bit, we still had a wonderful time.  After all, we get a lot of sun in Palm Desert and Maui.

2017 EUROPE TRIP Tom and Sherry

FROM OUR CHRISTMAS LETTER
    We booked our summer trip this year very early when Tom found a special on Eurail passes and used mileage to get round-trip tickets on United to Paris.  We love our little area on Rue Dauphine area near the Seine with all its small hotels, restaurants, and shops. We decided to act more as if we lived in Paris and see only a few tourist sites.  However, we did attend the Lido de Paris.  From Paris we took the TGV high-speed train to Milan, then spent 3 nites in Bellagio on Lake Como, Italy (a first). We got the only rain on our trip, but had a waterfront room overlooking the beautiful mountain-surrounded lake.  
    From there we returned to Monterosso on the Italian Cinque Terre, one of our favorite towns in Italy.  Then we returned to Venice because it was on the way to Eastern Europe. This time we toured the Venice Opera House, which was almost hidden away, but is one of the most gorgeous in Europe—dating back to when Venice was one of the richest cities in the world. After a one-night stopover in Villach, Austria—a beautiful town in the Alps--we went to Ljubljana, Slovenia. Most people (like us) have little knowledge of Slovenia, but it was the most educated, liberal, and economically sound area in the former Yugoslavia. Ljubljana has 50k university students (all free tuition) and won the most ecologically green city in the EU. It is a beautiful, friendly city where nearly everyone speaks English. We went on an interesting walking tour and also walked up the long road to the Palace on top of the hill.
    Next was Budapest, the first time Sherry has visited her ancestor’s city (she is half Hungarian by her dad Chuck Bene).  In Eastern Europe prices are still lower than in the west, so we could stay in (our first) new 5-star Kempinski Hotel in the heart of the old-town area—not far from the Danube.  We walked all over the city, took a city bus tour, and took a Danube boat tour at night.  Sherry wanted to find Bene in their phone book, but younger people didn’t know what a phone book was. Finally, we found one in an antique shop, and Sherry found about two pages of Bene’s in Budapest.  One of the highlights was visiting St. Stephen’s Cathedral—which was amazing.  It was very moving for Sherry to realize that her grandparents and many ancestors must have prayed in this church.  Her father had been brought up to become a Catholic priest.  We also enjoyed our visit to their opera house.
    Next was Prague, where we stayed in a very nice hotel, but had to walk further to get to the old town area.  All three Eastern Euro cities had closed off the large old town areas to most traffic, and pedestrians were everywhere enjoying the shops, restaurants, etc.  Prague seemed to be EU party central for the young (under 35?).  There were hundreds of the (well-behaved) young having a good time there at night. The Czech Republic is also doing well economically. While there, we continued our opera house tour by getting tickets to Madame Butterfly at the Prague Opera House (even though we’re more architecture fans that opera fans). It was very beautiful and ornate. We also visited their very interesting technical museum.
    We have always enjoyed traveling by Eurail: excellent, efficient, timely trains with no TSA or lines with stations located in the heart of the cities and big, roomy comfortable seats with bar or restaurant cars on longer rides. However, for some reason, there were no trains from Prague to south/central Germany, so the German railway runs nice buses to-from Prague.  So we bussed and then trained across Germany to Colmar, France—just south of Strasbourg on the Rhine.  We’d been to Colmar before, and Rick Steves calls it the most charming city on the Rhine.  We liked it so much we were returning to see their amazing old buildings and their excellent food.  Then we returned to Paris, where we saw the Macron presidential inauguration, saw Rafa Nadal win his tenth French Open, soaked up the ambiance, and had some very good meals.  After 5 weeks in Europe, we returned home.

Going to breakfast our first morning, Sherry fell down a long flight of marble stairs from the first step and was badly banged up with cuts and bruises from her arms to all over her legs.  Fortunately, she had no concussion or broken bones—strong bones!  We were nursing her wounds for the rest of the trip.  Not to miss any part of Rome, she was up on a Rome tour bus the next day (in the rain); even though she could barely walk.
    From Rome we took a train to Padua then Venice—where we spent 3 nites before and 2 nites after the cruise.  We stayed in the lovely Hotel Ca'Vendramin, which had been a duke’s palace and was still furnished with wonderful furniture that looked as if it belonged in a museum.  We loved our walks around the quiet neighborhood and canals, and eating at the little cafes on the canals.  We had never spent much time in Venice before, and really loved our time there.
    The cruise was timed well with Sherry’s wounds, but she still ended up walking a lot.  After Venice, we rented a Hertz Jeep Renegade in Venice and kept it until Rome.  We had a wonderful stay in Assisi, which we had visited in 2011. We stayed in the Giotto Hotel, with a great view overlooking the valley and vineyards below.  We had some of our best food in Assisi, and loved walking through the beautiful streets.  Next, we had a beautiful drive though mountain backroads and stayed in a remote town as a stopover for seeing Pompeii the next day and driving on to Positano on the Amalfi coast.  It is a beautiful, tiny town built on a steep hill in a V.  The hotel was near the Amalfi highway, and we had to walk down and UP over 400 steep steps just to get to and from the main part of town. [Super trouper Sherry did it!]
    Next we stayed 5 nites at Hotel Jaccarino in Sant Agata, on a hill between Sorrento and the Amalfi coast where we had a wonderful view of Sorrento and the Bay. Again, we had great a wonderful time walking, eating, sightseeing, and just enjoying our hotel. On the way to the hotel, our GPS took us through a “street” that was several blocks long with high rock walls on both sides and so narrow we had to pull our mirrors in to keep from hitting the walls on both sides. It started out not so bad, but got narrower and narrower.  My biggest fear was having to back out.  Sherry was afraid we couldn’t get out of the car if we needed to, but I reminded her that we could go through the rear trunk door if necessary.  That was the last time we followed GPS down a very narrow street. Tourist beware that Google and Garmin don’t seem to know how wide the streets are. Speaking of that, we again were so grateful for our TMobile plan that gives us unlimited Internet data and 20 cent/min calls in 200 countries at no extra cost.  So driving in Italy was just like going to Arizona—except we had better coverage. We returned to Rome and then were home for 2 weeks before going on our summer stay in our Whaler Maui condo.

2012 UK TRIP ITINERARY
FROM OUR CHRISTMAS LETTER
	Initially, we had intended to take a driving trip into Utah, Idaho, Montana, and other points north last summer. However, the length of the proposed trip seemed too long.  So we decided to go to England (5/22-6/19) instead in a trip that would be quite different from our previous two Eurail-oriented trips.  We stayed in London for 5 nites at a beautiful little boutique hotel near Paddington Station. While there, we river-boated to Greenwich.  Later, we luckily got ‘special’ seats in the 2nd row for “Singing in the Rain.”  The cost was being showered with water from all the dancing in the rain (and kicking it on the audience).  Fortunately it was a warm nite, we put up our umbrella and enjoyed a memorable evening.
	The Queens 75th Jubilee celebration was under preparation with a lot of excitement in the air.  We left London before the crowds arrived, but still enjoyed the festivities. We picked up a 62 mpg VW Golf diesel from Hertz and were off for almost 3 weeks of driving on the “wrong” side of the road.  We visited Cambridge for 2 nites where we “punted” past the colleges on the River Cam, then stayed with our Palm Desert part-time neighbors Chris and Dee Sharp at their lovely home near Bury St. Edmunds for 3 nites.  Dee is a voluntary tour guide and gave us a wonderful tour of the area including our old TV favorite “Lovejoy”s stomping grounds. We had a great visit, and will have a chance to show them some of Maui this January. The Sharps had warned us that they had had SIX solid weeks of rain before we arrived in the UK; but our days in London had been quite sunny.  However, the day we left it started raining and rained some about every day the rest of our trip. Chris initiated us in driving down narrow 1½ lane (2-way) hedgerow-lined roads. The speed limits on these roads are up to 60 mph!  However, watching him gave Tom the courage to drive a “little” faster than he had been. (Sherry’s confidence didn’t increase at the same rate.)  It seems everyone there just drives fast on these roads, slows down some for oncoming traffic, and doesn’t mind brushing the hedge on one side while missing the rear view mirrors on the other side by inches at 30-40 mph.  We never thought we’d get our car back to Hertz unscratched after several hundred miles, but did.
	We saw two main United Kingdom areas—the Cotswolds and Cornwall. The Cotswolds’ are between Oxford and Bath, and were the center of some of the richest men in England (from wool) during pre-industrial revolution times. They built beautiful stone towns of a few hundred people that are now wonderfully well-preserved tourist destinations.  We stayed in a number of picturesque little country inns and small hotels.  Even with all the rain, we loved the beautiful countryside and lovely towns.  We would stay for a nite or two and then go 30-60 miles to the next town—taking out time driving on the lovely narrow roads. Fewer tourists were there that time of year, and we saw very few Americans.  
	We stayed in Burford, Bouton-on-the Water, Chipping Campden, Cheltenham, and later Bibury (at the famous Swan Hotel) on the way back from Cornwall.  On the SW Coast in Devon and Cornwall we stayed at Lynmouth, near Port Isaac (home of Doc Martin PBS series), St Ives, Talland Bay (near Lowe-Polpero), and Torquay (birthplace of Agatha Christie, whose mysteries we love).  We saw some Doc Martin videos at nite so we could recognize his places in Port Isaacs (Port Wenn).  The trip was filled with beautiful and memorable places that added to our large photo collection; so we can keep enjoying the many wonderful sights and experiences.  Except for the rain, the trip went pretty much without mishap. Returning to London, we stayed in “The City” close to the “Eye” on the Thames.  We walked a lot and saw the London Museum and the “Old Bailey” from English mystery, “Rumpole of the Bailey.”

2009 EUROPE ITINERARY
FROM OUT 2009 CHRISTMAS LETTER
So we took perhaps our most wonderful trip ever.  During the spring Tom spent a lot of time planning our trip.  We had decided to take a Eurail-based trip, and he booked each place via Internet.  We spent 28 days to and from Paris.  In Paris, we went to Roland Garros (where we accidently sat in the seats of friends from the Whaler believe it or not), spent a day on the BateauBus (on the Seine), and just had a good time.  Then we took a beautiful train trip to the Cinque Terra (5 very small towns on the Italian Riviera, 3 of which are inaccessible by car). We stayed in Monterossa al Mare.  We traveled in or near all these towns via ferry.  They are wonderful, charming towns and a highlight of the trip.
	On to Rome, Tom’s first trip there, where we saw Lance Armstrong ride a time trial within a block of our hotel, the Ludivisi Palace just a block from Via Veneto—a fabulous luxury hotel/shopping street.  When returning home, we saw the movie, “Angels and Demons” which showed scenes of so many places we had seen in Rome—including the Vatican, Pantheon, Tivoli,  and many famous piazzas. We walked 15-20,000 steps/day. After 5 nights, we went to Assisi—one of our favorite places on the entire trip.  It was so old, charming, clean, and beautiful.  The tourist guides stress it’s being were St. Francis lived, but don’t give enough credit to the charm and romantic aspect of it.  Our hotel window overlooked the valley below filled with vineyards and olive trees.  From Assisi, we went to Florence for 4 nights.  We were impressed that both Rome and Firenze had banned most autos in downtown, and the effects were great for pedestrians. 	Zermatt began 3 days of perhaps the peak experiences of the trip.  The first day we took a long funicular ride up to a hotel overlooking the Matterhorn—magnificent (see our photo below). The next day we embarked on the Glacier Express—a special train with glass everywhere that travels through the heart of the Alps. We spent the entire day on an amazing journey to Chur.  Then we changed to a commuter train that took us to Lucerne (also a gorgeous ride).  Eurail means first class seats everywhere, and with 1-2 commuter train exceptions in Italy, all the trains were wonderful. The third of the peak days was spending the next day on Lake Lucerne on ferry’s taking us from town to town.  The weather was perfect and the trip amazing.  The last time we had taken the lake trip was 1990, and it had been very cloudy.  From there we returned to Paris via another TGV train—the fastest in the world.  Our train had a sign that said it had been clocked at over 350 KM/hr.  We were back in Paris for only 2 more days, but we went to the Louvre and saw a few other sights.  This hotel Dauphine was only a block from the Seine.  The first hotel had been near the Sorbonne—both on the left bank near the Latin Quarter. What a wonderful trip.  We want to take Eurail again soon.  It is so much better than traveling by car, plane, or bus.  You travel in quiet luxury viewing beautiful scenery and arrive in the central city—no security checks or airport hassles. We had a wonderful trip.
